Facts and figures

Hunger

Globally, one in nine people in the world today (821 million) are undernourished.

The vast majority of the world’s hungry people live in developing countries, where
12.9 per cent of the population is undernourished.

Asia is the continent with the most hungry people — two thirds of the total. The
percentage in southern Asia has fallen in recent years but in western Asia it has
increased slightly.

Southern Asia faces the greatest hunger burden, with about 281 million undernourished
people. In sub-Saharan Africa, projections for the 2014-2016 period indicate a rate of
undernourishment of almost 23 per cent.

Poor nutrition causes nearly half (45 per cent) of deaths in children under five — 3.1
million children each year.

One in four of the world’s children suffer stunted growth. In developing countries the
proportion can rise to one in three.

66 million primary school-age children attend classes hungry across the developing
world, with 23 million in Africa alone.
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Food security

Agriculture is the single largest employer in the world, providing livelihoods for 40 per
cent of today’s global population. It is the largest source of income and jobs for poor
rural households.

500 million small farms worldwide, most still rainfed, provide up to 80 per cent of food

consumed in a large part of the developing world. Investing in smallholder women and
men is an important way to increase food security and nutrition for the poorest, as well
as food production for local and global markets.

Since the 1900s, some 75 per cent of crop diversity has been lost from farmers’ fields.
Better use of agricultural biodiversity can contribute to more nutritious diets, enhanced
livelihoods for farming communities and more resilient and sustainable farming systems.

If women farmers had the same access to resources as men, the number of hungry in
the world could be reduced by up to 150 million.

1.4 billion people have no access to electricity worldwide — most of whom live in rural
areas of the developing world. Energy poverty in many regions is a fundamental barrier
to reducing hunger and ensuring that the world can produce enough food to meet future
demand.

Facts and figures

Child health

17,000 fewer children die each day than in 1990, but more than six million children still
die before their fifth birthday each year.

Since 2000, measles vaccines have averted nearly 15.6 million deaths.

Despite determined global progress, an increasing proportion of child deaths are in sub-
Saharan Africa and Southern Asia. Four out of every five deaths of children under age
five occur in these regions.

Children born into poverty are almost twice as likely to die before the age of five as those
from wealthier families.

Children of educated mothers—even mothers with only primary schooling—are more
likely to survive than children of mothers with no education.

Maternal health

Maternal mortality has fallen by almost 50 per cent since 1990.

In Eastern Asia, Northern Africa and Southern Asia, maternal mortality has declined by
around two-thirds.

But maternal mortality ratio — the proportion of mothers that do not survive childbirth
compared to those who do — in developing regions is still 14 times higher than in the
developed regions.
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More women are receiving antenatal care. In developing regions, antenatal care
increased from 65 per cent in 1990 to 83 per cent in 2012.

Only half of women in developing regions receive the recommended amount of health
care they need.

Fewer teens are having children in most developing regions, but progress has
slowed. The large increase in contraceptive use in the 1990s was not matched in the
2000s.

The need for family planning is slowly being met for more women, but demand is
increasing at a rapid pace.

HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases

At the end of 2014, there were 13.6 million people accessing antiretroviral therapy.

New HIV infections in 2013 were estimated at 2.1 million, which was 38 per cent lower
than in 2001.

At the end of 2013, there were an estimated 35 million people living with HIV.
At the end of 2013, 240 000 children were newly infected with HIV.
New HIV infections among children have declined by 58 per cent since 2001.

Globally, adolescent girls and young women face gender-based inequalities, exclusion,
discrimination and violence, which put them at increased risk of acquiring HIV.

HIV is the leading cause of death for women of reproductive age worldwide.
TB-related deaths in people living with HIV have fallen by 36% since 2004.

There were 250 000 new HIV infections among adolescents in 2013, two thirds of which
were among adolescent girls.

AIDS is now the leading cause of death among adolescents (aged 10-19) in Africa and
the second most common cause of death among adolescents globally.

In many settings, adolescent girls’ right to privacy and bodily autonomy is not respected,
as many report that their first sexual experience was forced.

As of 2013, 2.1 million adolescents were living with HIV.

Over 6.2 million malaria deaths have been averted between 2000 and 2015, primarily of
children under five years of age in sub-Saharan Africa. The global malaria incidence rate
has fallen by an estimated 37 per cent and the mortality rates by 58 per cent.

Between 2000 and 2013, tuberculosis prevention, diagnosis and treatment interventions
saved an estimated 37 million lives. The tuberculosis mortality rate fell by 45 per cent
and the prevalence rate by 41 per cent between 1990 and 2013.
